Authority program at the University of Regina in the current year.
[J Must NOT be participating in a tuition reimbursement program.
[J Must include ONE copy of high school transcript(s) and/or post-secondary transcript(s).
[J Must include ONE reference letter from teacher, employer, or community leader.
[1 Must demonstrate interest in Administration as a career in rural Saskatchewan, contributions
to and knowledge of rural Saskatchewan (through an essay).
